	(some) Verbs followed by gerund (-ing): 
enjoy, mind, stop, continue, carry on, avoid, can’t stand, can’t help, suggest, look forward to


	Example
I decided to study history of art.   
We planned to go out after school.

I enjoy listening to music.
